A concert-style changgeuk inspired by Sugung-ga takes the stage
at National Theater of Korea. This 70 minute show humorously
retells the story of a turtle sent to an undersea kingdom to fetch
a rabbit’s liver, and the clever rabbit who outsmarts danger.
Directed and written by Artistic Director Yu Eun-sun, it is infused
with wit and modern flair. Blending live music, vivid choreography,
and the fresh energy of the 2025 Youth Pansori Singers, offers

a joyful fusion of tradition and contemporary that highlights the
playful side of pansori.
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Following the success of the Pansori Composer Project, the
National Changgeuk Company of Korea launches a new chapter:

the Changgeuk Playwright Project. This initiative aims to expand
the narrative scope of changgeuk by developing compelling
original scripts. Three emerging writers, selected through an open
call, begin their journey under the mentorship of Korea’s leading
director Koh Sun-woong and Pansori composer Han Seung-seok.
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The Story of Lee Nal-chi returns to the stage after a sensational
premiere. Inspired by the life of Yi Gyeong-suk, one of Joseon’s
“eight great singers,” the show blends a true story with fiction,
charting his rise from servant to tightrope walker, drummer,

| &Lt and master pansori singer. With vibrant storytelling, tightrope
acrobatics, pansori, and folk performance, the production
celebrates the dynamic spirit of Korean traditional arts.
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The National Changgeuk Company of Korea invites audiences to
a heartfelt year-end gala. This special performance brings
together highlights from the company’s most beloved repertoire,
offering a vibrant blend of musical beauty, sharp wit, and
traditional charm. With emotionally resonant vocals and colorful
stage energy, the concert celebrates the artistry of changgeuk
while reflecting on the past year and welcoming the new one with
hope and gratitude.
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The National Changgeuk Company of Korea brings together
legendary pansori singers who have devoted their lives to
preserving the soul of Korean tradition. Their voices, honed over
decades, resonate with depth and lived experience. Alongside
intimate onstage conversations exploring each pansori singer’s
musical path, the performance offers more than just music. It
becomes a powerful reflection on artistry, life, and the essence of
tradition. A unique opportunity to witness the brilliance of Korea’s
living cultural treasures.
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Set 27 years after the political purge known as the Gyeyujeongnan,
this compelling changgeuk delves into the forgotten lives of those
left in the shadows of history. Centering on the two royal brothers,
Prince Suyang and Anpyeong, it brings new depth by focusing

on the people surrounding them: Anpyeong’s daughter Moo-

sim, his beloved concubine Dae-Eohyang, and the famed painter
An Kyon. With an imaginative and delicate narrative, the show
captivated audiences, selling out every show during its premiere
run. Directed by Kim Jeong, with a richly poetic script by Pai Sam-
shik tailored to the changgeuk form, and music by Han Seung-
seok blending tradition and modernity, the work vividly reimagines
Prince Anpyeong’s dream of utopia. It is a moving tale of wounded
souls gathering like a dream to paint a vision of peace a deeply
emotional offering of solace and healing across time.
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The Peerless Pansori series, launched in 2021 by the National
Changgeuk Company of Korea, returns in 2026 with its sixth
stage. This year spotlights Choi Ho-seong, known for his dynamic
characters and comic flair, and Kim Woo-jeong, whose clear,
delicate vocals captivate audiences. Together, they bring youthful
energy and inventive spirit to the tradition of pansori, creating

a stage that’s as vibrant as it is masterful. For those seeking the
freshest and most playful expression of Korean vocal art, this
show is not to be missed.
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Prince Hyomyeong, the son of King Sunjo and a visionary of
court arts, comes to life by the National Changgeuk Company
of Korea. At just 18, he ruled as regent and used court dance
and ritual performance to assert royal dignity and counter
political corruption. This richly imagined work weaves together
the elegance of Joseon’s court dances with emotionally layered
storytelling, revealing both the grandeur of tradition and the
depth of a young prince who led with both wisdom and art.
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Since 1984, the National Theater of Korea’s Complete
Performance of Pansori series has honored the full-length
performance of Korea’s five traditional pansori epics. Relying
solely on voice and drum, each performance spans hours. An
unforgettable feat of endurance and artistry for both singer and
audience. Lee Nan-cho, Ji Sun-hwa, Min Eun-kyung will perform
in 2025 and Park Ae-ri, Wang Ki-seok, Kim Mi-jin, Park Sung-
hee will perform in 2026. The year-end edition will commemorate
the series’ 40th anniversary, celebrating its legacy as a bridge
between past, present, and future in Pansori tradition.
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Returning to the stage after its acclaimed 2024 premiere,

Book of the Dead by the National Dance Company of Korea is

a powerful reflection on the 49-day journey of the soul after
death. Inspired by the Tibetan Bardo Thodol, the work explores
the liminal space between life and death through intellectually
charged, emotionally resonant choreography. With gestures of
grief, longing, and final farewell, the piece traverses tradition and
modernity, ultimately asking: When your journey ends, how will
you have lived?
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The future of Korean dance unfolds in this bold triple bill by the
National Dance Company of Korea. Choreographers Jung So-
yeon, Lee Ji-hyun, and Park Soo-yoon each present a 30-minute
work infused with distinct vision and emotional depth. From spirit-
channeling rituals and the tension between self and society, to a
radiant farewell to death, these works offer poetic reflections on
life today.

This special performance revives the
essence and form of Korean dance, offering a rare opportunity to
experience its timeless beauty and legacy.
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The National Dance Company of Korea opens the new year with
Festival, the latest in its beloved holiday performance series.
Following themes for the gods (2024) and kings (2025), this year’s
edition honors the people with vibrant traditional dances rooted
in Korean folk culture. From Ganggangsullae and Salpuri to
Janggu and Sword Dance, eight iconic pieces fill the open-air
Haneul Round Theater in a joyful, immersive celebration. Perfect
for families and audiences of all ages, this festive showcase
brings the rhythm, spirit, and beauty of Korean dance to life.
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Home, which contains the echo of blood ties, the warmth that
connects generations, and the unspoken love conveyed through
gestures. This is the second new work by Artistic Director Kim
Jong-deok, who excels at expressing dramatic narratives through
dance. Based on the aesthetics and emotions of Korean dance,

it adds a modern interpretation to draw a new narrative of Korean
dance. It reinterprets the concepts of familialism and filial piety
in modern society with a modern sensibility, and talks about the
‘care’ that we need most now. The mother’s back is bent, and the
son’s toes hesitate. Longing makes us cry first, and we remember
for a long time. And, the journey to that place while recalling the
dazzling moments of our lives begins on the grand stage.
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Choreographer Cha Jin-yeop’s interpretation of An Gyeon’s
masterpiece ‘Dream Journey to the Peach Blossom Land’ is back
on stage! This show depicts a journey from the hardships of reality
to the world of imagination, and the harmonious combination

of winding movements, dreamy music, media art, and delicate
costumes creates an immersive experience as if walking through
a painting. It received enthusiastic responses after its premiere

in 2022 and its re-performance in 2024. This stage will once again
take us to the gates of the Peach Blossom Land.
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Mask off is a work that questions the essence of “Koreanness”
and renews the spirituality and movements of traditional mask
dance with a contemporary sensibility. Choreographer Lee Jae-
hwa goes beyond simply reproducing mask dance, exploring

the energy of transition, resistance, and liberation inherent

in the act of ‘wearing a mask’, and thinks about humans as
changing beings through dance. This work, which was selected
as an excellent work in the NDCK Project (2024) and invited to the
International Modern Dance Festival (2025), expands the show time
and maximizes the density of the stage by joining dancers from
National Dance Company of Korea.
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A bold experiment in sound by the National Orchestra of Korea,
strips away amplification to highlight the pure, resonant beauty
of traditional instruments. Born from months of collaboration
between musicians, acoustic experts, composers and conductors,
the production reimagines orchestral placement for optimal
acoustics in the Haeoreum Grand Theater. Audience feedback on
sound quality, collected in real time, will be shared during the
performance. By rethinking how we hear and feel Korean music,
this concert offers a striking response to the question: What does
the future of Korean orchestra sound like?
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Eight emerging composers take center stage with bold new
works that reflect the future of Korean orchestral music.
Selected through a pen call in 2025, the composers, each under
34, collaborated with the Orchestra over six months. Guided

by resident composers Son Da-hye and Hong Min-woong, their
creative journey included workshops, orchestral readings, and
rehearsals. The result. eight distinctive 10 minute compositions
that showcase fresh perspectives, vibrant energy, and the
evolving language of Korean traditional orchestral music.
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Once beloved melodies that filled the streets return to the stage.
Popular in the 1980s, Korean folk song comes alive again through
a full orchestral arrangement by the National Orchestra of Korea.
Led by Artistic Director Chae Chi-sung, a key figure in the genre’s
golden era, the program revisits classics by pioneering composers
Kim Young-dong and Jo Gwang-jae. For some, it’s a nostalgic
revival. For others, a fresh musical discovery. Let those forgotten
tunes resound once more.
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The beloved Winter Concert returns in 2025 with a grander
program at the grand stage. Led by the dynamic conductor Baek
Yoon-hak, known for his expressive, dance like conducting, this
festive concert features lively carols, highlights from the National
Orchestra of Korea’s repertoire, and special collaborations,
including a guest appearance by saxophonist Brandon Jinwoo
Choi. Blending traditional Korean and Western instruments,

it offers a rare musical experience unique to this stage.

A heartwarming celebration to share with loved ones as the year
comes to a close.
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Forty-five young musicians who trained with the National
Orchestra of Korea throughout 2025 take the stage for The Youth
Wind, the final showcase of their year-long journey. Through
workshops, rehearsals, and performances, they’ve grown in skill
and artistry, now ready to share their passion. This concert is both
a culmination and a new beginning, revealing each musician’s
unigue sound and potential. For the audience, it offers a

glimpse into the future of Korean music; for the musicians, it’s a
meaningful milestone, filled with heart, ambition, and the dreams
they’ve nurtured on this path.
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Ring in the new year with the New Year’s Concert by the National
Orchestra of Korea, a beloved tradition since 2020, known for selling
out each year. For 2026, the concert captures the spirited energy

of the Year of the Red Horse. Part 1 features gayageum prodigy

Kim Young-rang and refined oboist Chun Min-kyung in a resonant,
elegant program. In Part 2, Kim Jun-su from the National
Changgeuk Company of Korea and Seodo sori artist Chu Da-hye
join for vibrant collaborations. Conducted by Park Cheon-ji, the
concert blends refined orchestration and festive rhythms, delivering
a powerful message of hope for the year ahead.
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The National Orchestra of Korea deepens its commitment to
creation with its Resident Composers Concert. Since its launch in
2016, the program has been a platform for experimentation and
innovation in Korean orchestral music. This year, composers Son
Da-hye and Hong Min-woong present works developed through
months of close collaboration with the orchestra. The concert
features newly commissioned pieces alongside signature works
that reflect each composer’s artistic voice. It’s a rare opportunity
to experience the evolving landscape of contemporary Korean
music and take part in a journey toward its creative future.
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Praised as a well-made kids concert, Finding Harmony, Finding
Mama returns in 2026. Taking its name from a Jeju dialect phrase
meaning “joy shared between gods and humans,” the concert
draws inspiration from the Jeju legend of Seolmundae Halmang.
It follows a singing child named Seon-yul on a journey to find

her mother. Along the way, she encounters magical worlds of
sound and friendship. With a story tailored to young audiences,
immersive visuals, and the vibrant live music of the National
Orchestra of Korea, this heartwarming production offers children
a joyful first encounter with Korean music, and rekindles childlike
wonder in adults.
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Youth Concert blends grand orchestral sounds with dynamic
visuals and dazzling lights, offering an engaging sensory
experience true to the name “Korean music concert.” Centered
on emotions teenagers face in a typical day, the performance
breaks stereotypes that traditional music is dull, instead sparking
curiosity and connection. Perfect for sharing with friends and
family, this unigue concert transforms the ordinary routine of
school and home into something extraordinary through the
vibrant sounds of the National Orchestra of Korea.
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A leading guitarist and celebrated film composer, Lee Byeong
woo joins forces with the National Orchestra of Korea for a stage
filled with lyrical beauty. Known for blending classical and Korean
sentiment, Lee reimagines iconic scores from The King and the
Clown, The Face Reader, and Untold Scandal through the lens of
Korean orchestral music. The program also features a brand
new composition created especially for the orchestra. This rare
encounter between guitar and traditional instruments, infused
with Lee’s signature sensitivity, promises a deeply evocative
experience, where beloved film melodies are reborn in a new
musical landscape.
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In an age where technology blurs the boundaries of creation,
Survive is an experimental stage work that questions the possibility
of coexistence between humans and artificial intelligence.

This concert goes beyond simply playing Al generated music,

it explores how humans and machines might collaborate as
co-creators. Is creativity solely a human domain? How can art
survive, or even evolve, amid rapid change? Rather than offering
clear answers, Survive presents a space for reflection. The music,
born of both human and Al minds, invites awe and introspection,
urging us to consider what truly matters at the intersection of
technology and art.
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A perfect blend of elegance and everyday delight, Midday
Concert, the National Orchestra of Korea’s beloved brunch
series, has been a monthly staple at the National Theater of
Korea since 2009. Conducted by Associate Conductor Choi Dong-
ho, with narration by renowned announcer Lee Geum-hee, the
concert features over 60 musicians delivering a rich orchestral
sound. Paired with light refreshments and views of Namsan,
each performance offers a fresh program that warmly welcomes
newcomers to Korean music. A midday experience where tradition
meets modernity, and noon becomes the most anticipated hour
of the day.
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Set during the turmoil of late Joseon, the show unfolds through
the eyes of a nameless dog. As fallen noble Hong Gyeong-nae
and outcast U Gun-chik plan a revolt, a servant named Meoksoe
joins them for the future of his daughter. Yet, shadows of
discrimination remain among those who cry for equality. This
poignant music drama exposes the contradictions of the past and
present through the smallest of lives, resonating with quiet but
powerful emotion.
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Tale of Two Goddesses returns with deeper resonance and a more
refined form. Inspired by the Jeju shamanic myth Saengbul-
halmang Bonpuri, it tells the origin story of the goddess who
grants and protects life. First premiered at the 2023 Yeowoorak
Festival, the piece blends Pansori and jazz, Jeju folk songs and
rituals, and the delicate artistry of traditional paper flowers.

In the echoes of tradition, Jeong Su-jeong’s story begins anew —
urgent, powerful, and relevant today.
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Manghanga is a powerful collaboration between Japan’s
traditional Noh theatre and Korea’s vibrant nongak. Inspired by a
1993 documentary featuring the wife of a Korean forced laborer,
the piece honors lives lost to war and violence. Borrowing verses
from the ancient Baekje song “Jeongeupsa,” the work offers
timeless comfort and reflection. Noh’s restrained expression
gives weight to historical sorrow, while the rhythmic energy of
nongak awakens buried emotions. Crossing genres and borders,
this performance becomes a shared space for mourning, healing,
and imagining a future of coexistence.
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As part of a journey exploring East Asian traditional arts, the
Festival presents the refined beauty of Nohgaku, Japan’s classical
stage art. Featuring iconic Noh works, Naniwa, Kiyotsune,
Hagoromo, and Tenko, alongside comic Kyogen pieces like
Neongyoku, Shimizu, and Busshi, each performance offers a
special audience experience. With symbolic gestures, minimalist
expression, and the seamless blend of music, dance, and drama,
this is a rare chance in Korea to encounter the essence of Japan’s
theatre tradition.
